Once you bag is in place on your fender, using a 1/4” bit, drill 
4 holes into the plastic bottom your bag and though the fender 
where you want your mounting points to be.

The 4 webbing loops can be used for securing other soft luggage including our dual sport saddle-
bags (RG-020)

Using the provided hardware, place the washer around the bolt and pass through the bag and 
fender. Its recommended to pass up though the fender first and up into the bag so the bolt does 
not hang under your fender. If installing into the bag first and down into the fender, please make 
sure you have enough clearance for the bolt and the tire taking into account wheel and tire 
travel while off road. Using either method, you can grind off any excess bolt if preferred. 
Using a 4mm allen wrench for button head bolt and 10mm wench or socket for the nut, secure 
the bag to the fender. Tighten all bolts and make sure bag is stable before riding.

When lining up the bag on your rear fender, always be 
sure to check under the fender for any wires or cables so 
they do not get cut or damaged when drilling your 
mounting holes.

Please read instructions carefully before installation. We recommend this product be installed by a qualified, and experienced technician. If you are unsure of any of the below directions and or your 
ability to correctly and securely install this product, please contact us or your local dealer for help. Below diagrams show typical installation, your vehicle may be different so please use diagrams as 
a guide. Make sure your vehicle is clean and free from dirt, road grime etc. where the this product mounts. It is the riders responsibility to make sure the product is mounted and secure before each
